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thinking and analytical skills among students. Many
students participated in the event and other activities. The
winners were awarded with trophies.

Creative Corner

Our school organised Agro Educational tour to Anekal
on 5.12.25 for the students of V, VI & VII std. The main
aim of the trip was to help students understand modern
agricultural practices and the latest scientific methods used
in cultivation practically. Our trip began with a visit to the
Tissue Culture Nursery farm. We observed the process of
preparing tissue culture in plants, the growth of plants in
vials and on Hardening of seedlings before planting. Dr.
Uday Prabhakar, the former Professor in Horticulture
explained how tissue culture helps in producing disease-
free high quality plants in large numbers. The next session
was the hydroponics demonstration. Students learned about
various hydroponics system such as NFT (Nutrient Film
Technique, DFT (Deep Flow Technique) and grow bag
systems, growing vegetables without soil & advantages of
hydroponics for urban farming. We also saw fresh leafy
vegetables grown by using nutrient solution instead of soil.
The next part of the trip was a visit to the dairy farm. We

observed different breeds of cows, feeding and milking
practices and importance of cattle care in agriculture.
Then we learned about the process of silk worm rearing.
We observed rearing silkworms on the mulberry leaves,
different stages of silkworm’s life cycle, formation of
cocoons, methods of harvesting and processing silk.
Students understood how sericulture provides employment
and contribute to India’s silk industry. The agro educational
trip was highly informative and meaningful. Students
learned about modern agricultural innovations such as
tissue culture, hydroponics, dairy farming and sericulture.
The trip successfully connected classroom knowledge with
real life farming practice and inspired to
explore agriculture as an exellent career
opportunity.
